If you clic
the Customize button while installing Mac OS X v10.6, you can choa
to install software only for printers currently used by your Mac (de-
select all Printer Support options, except for "Printers Used by This
Mac"), or you can choose to install all of the printer and scanner

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Snow Leopard Quicktime Reader Application

For those of you that have or plan to install Snow Leopard be aware it provides an all new
Quicktime Application...more features...more fun!...but!

The first time you try to open one of your saved .wmv Windows formatted video files you will
be met with a window advising, "QuickTime Player must be installed”... and you know that
QuickTime is already installed. So what's going on? There's a new Quicktime now in your
system and it's time to make a quick fix.

Go to your Movies folder and locate one of your saved video files movies ending with the.wmv
suffix. Click on it and you will get a message advising "Quick Time Player must be
installed"...and you know it already is on your system. The new Snow Leopard, has placed an
all new QuickTime Reader .app in your Applications folder. The old QuickTime Player 7 was
moved during your Snow leopard installation and is now stored in your Utilities folder.

With Snow Leopard Quicktime Reader you no longer need a special converter application to
view Windows media.

The fix:

Locate a stored file with a wmv. suffix (probably in your Movies folder). Click on it to highlight
it.

Go to your Finder toolbar > Find > Get Info

Scroll down the opened Info window to > Open with and select> QuickTime Player .app
then Select > Change All

Now all your Microsoft/Windows formatted files will open and play in the new Snow Leopard
QuickTime Player.app system application.

By the way, the new Quicktime Reader.app will allow you to capture and save any video
viewed on your screen...even the .wmv formatted videos - in then new Quicktime format using
a process called Screen Recording. For "How To" info open your new QuickTime Reader
application and review the information in the Quicktime Help window.
